The fund has a low to medium level of volatilty.

Example of how this applies to an investor 

Hannah had $10,000 in the fund at the start of the year and did not make any further contributions, and the fund generated the same gain as the 
market benchmark (adjusted for expected fees). At the end of the year, Hannah received a return after fund charges were deducted of $13 (that is 
0.13% of her initial $10,000). Hannah also paid $36 in other charges. This gives Hannah a total loss after tax of -$23 for the year.

1.  As the fund has not been in existence for 5 years a combination of market index returns and the fund’s actual returns have been used to 

complete the risk indicator. Actual returns have been used from 16 May 2022 to the end of the period to which this fund update relates. For all 
relevant periods prior to 16 May 2022 market index returns have been used in order to construct a total of 5 years of returns on which to base the 
risk indicator. As a result of estimated returns partially being used, the risk indicator may provide a less reliable indicator of the potential future 
volatility of the fund.
